about, or try to resolve, a behaviour issue involving other pupils. | will contact the school
and speak to the appropriate member of staff if I'm aware of a specific behaviour issue or
incident

e upload or share photos or videos on social media of any child other than my own, unless |
have the permission of other children’s parents/carers
